This free program enables SSCAC to insulate and make minor energy efficiency related repairs to the homes or apartments of low
income households that are also eligible for Fuel Assistance.

The Consumer Aid Program provides mediation of consumer complaints. The office is staffed by mediators trained in complaint
resolution and consumer rights.

CHILD CARE & EARLY EDUCATION

The Massachusetts Department of Early Education and Care (EEC) licenses two main types of

early education and child care providers: Center-Based Childcare and Family Childcare.

CENTER-BASED CHILDCARE

These include private nursery schools, kindergarten, preschools, and Head Start programs that operate in a center. Center-based
Childcare providers typically serve children under seven years old, although they may serve special needs children under 16 years
old. Children may attend for part-day (less than 4hrs) or full-day (4-12 hrs).

FAMILY CHILDCARE (FCC)

Care is provided in a private residence on a regular basis during part or all of the day. Small Family Childcare providers care for up
to 6 children with one staff person. Large FCCs care for up to 10 children with one staff person and an approved assistant. Some
FCCs join a Family Childcare System to offer additional support to providers and families.

All' licensed childcare programs must meet EEC standards regarding health, safety, curriculum, and staffing. For further information
about the state regulations go to the EEC website: http://www.eec.state.ma.us/licensingRegulations.aspx.

HEAD START PROGRAMS

Head Start is a nationally funded early education and care program that promotes school readiness through early educational
experiences and family support services. Head Start provides services to families and young children, including infants, toddlers,
three, four, and five-year-olds.

Head Start services are free for all families who meet federal low-income guidelines. Families with children with special needs or
who receive public financial assistance may also be eligible. Those who are not eligible for free services may qualify to enroll at a
Head Start program for a minimal fee.

CHILDCARE FINANCIAL ASSISTANCE

The Massachusetts Department of Early Education & Care (EEC) provides childcare financial assistance to eligible families who
meet both an income and activity requirement. There are two main types of financial assistance for childcare: childcare provider
contracts and vouchers for children.

CONTRACTS WITH PROVIDERS: EEC awards contracts to some childcare providers to offer subsidized childcare to families.

VOUCHERS FOR CHILDREN: Families may apply for vouchers to help defray childcare costs, however, not all providers accept
vouchers. Childcare Resource and Referral (CCR&R) agencies help families determine if they are eligible and apply for financial
assistance. CCR&R staff can also help you locate a contracted provider or a provider that will accept vouchers.
